SPOT LIGHTS AVAILABLE

NOTE: These spotlights are professional long throw instruments which require experience to operate effectively. If operator competence is questionable, use of spotlights is discouraged.
SOUND

Four hand held wireless microphones (I believe they are Shure dynamic).  

Two CD players and one cassette deck (all pre-patched into the sound board).
COMMUNICATION

Mounted headsets SL and SR behind the proscenium. Two in the spot operators booth, two in the lighting booth, and one in the sound booth

MISCELLANEOUS

Sound booth and lighting booth are in separate locations.  You will need two operators for sound and lights.

Pyrotechnics, open flames and explosives are NOT allowed.  This includes lit candles, matches and cigarettes.  No liquids other than water are allowed on stage. Spills must be thoroughly cleaned.
